5. Maintain a Safe and Inclusive Environment
· Ensure that your behavior contributes to a safe, inclusive, and welcoming atmosphere for all families.
· Do not use profanity, inappropriate language, or aggressive behavior at any team event.
· Refrain from using drugs, alcohol, or tobacco at practices, games, or any youth-related events.

6. Commitment and Support
· Ensure that your child attends practices and games on time and is prepared to participate.
· Notify coaches in advance if your child is unable to attend a team activity.
· Support team fundraising events, volunteer opportunities, and other community-building efforts whenever possible.

7. Respect Team Values and Policies
· Follow all organizational rules, policies, and guidelines for practices, games, and events.
· Encourage your child to respect their teammates, opponents, and coaches.
· Avoid actions that could undermine the goals and mission of the organization.
